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How to enter

1. Ensure you read all the guidance notes, category criteria and instructions on how to enter before completing the entry form. Any applications not meeting these requirements will not be considered by the judges. All of this information is available to download from www.cewales.org.uk/awards
2. Complete section 1 of the entry form, clearly indicating which award category you are entering. Contact details and logos are required from the applicant, client and any other organisation that should be recognised in relation to the award. 
3. If your application is for a project award complete sections 1, 2, 4 and 5. If it is for an organisational award  complete sections 1, 3, 4 and 5. Applicants for all categories are required to nominate an SME (50 or fewer employees) within their supply chain for consideration for the SME Award.  Individual SMEs entering any other category will need to complete the appropriate sections as indicated above. 
4. In section 4 make sure the statements you supply answer the specific criteria set out in the category descriptions. 

5. You should provide one printed copy of all entry material. You

    must also provide an electronic copy of all material on a CD or memory stick clearly labelled. You must provide 5 high resolution photos to support your application. Photos should be of all aspects of the project or process including people and saved in either jpeg or tif format. Don’t forget the logos.
