Climate Change has the potential to increase inequalities and
disadvantage in the UK. Local authorities and others working on
climate change or with vulnerable people have a key role to play
in responding. The Climate Just website and map tool provides

evidence to support local action and has had more than 25,000

users since its launch in 2015.

New research completed in 2017 into flood risk, vulnerability
and disadvantage is now being incorporated into the site and its
mapping coverage is being extended to include Wales and

Scotland.

This is the first time that a Climate Just event has taken place in
Wales and stakeholders from public service providers are very
welcome to attend e.g. those with responsibility for public
health, emergency planning, spatial planning, housing, social

care, environment and climate change.

This is one of a series of preview events in England, Scotland and
Wales where stakeholders can try out the revised version of the
site before it is made public in February 2018. The hands-on
session will be interactive in order to gather feedback and

inform future plans.
